Focus into how we help others in the world.  Why is it important to help others in the world?  Why should we help others that we don’t know and will probably never meet?  Why should we even care?  Discuss the idea of being a global citizen.

This discussion should relate to quality of life as already been introduced.

Brainstorm different international organizations that they know of… discuss what the students think they do.

Have students work together to find out more information about each organization as well as how you (the class) could help or become involved with the organization.  Provide websites for the students to explore.  Have students come back to class and web new information.  If the class has a SmartBoard this can be done on Inspiration or another similar program.  Make connections between the different organizations.  

[image: image1.wmf]Have each student find a picture from their website that represents global citizenship to them.  Have them choose a picture and copy/paste it into a Word document.  Using AutoShapes (insert picture-( autoshapes), add a callout        to the picture and have each student then add what they think the person in the picture is thinking about (what they’re doing) or they could also write what they themselves are thinking about the picture.  The callouts could be colour-coded (ex: red for what the person in the picture is thinking, yellow for what the student is thinking)

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Assessment: Students should print their completed Callout Picture. This document could be used as an informal assessment tool to evaluate the student’s understanding of the purpose and role of service organizations.

As a class decide on a service project that you would like to undertake.   This can be as small as filling shoeboxes at Christmas  Operation Christmas Child  http://tinyurl.com/2ardqu   or as big as raising money to build a school.

Have the class graph their progress (money raised, shoeboxes filled, etc).  This can be done with many different computer programs such as Create a Graph http://nces.ed.gov/nceskids/createagraph/ .

Students can write letters to imaginary gift recipients sharing how they feel about what they’re doing and what the results of their actions will be.

Have students turn their words into an imovie, Windows Movie Maker or slide show using pictures to represent their feelings and ideas (digital storytelling).   A good song that could go with a presentation is Give a Little Bit – Goo Goo Dolls. Many video or sound clips can be found on the internet. For example, http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=OnPtq2ewiTI
