	General Outcome:  Students will demonstrate an understanding and appreciation of Canada’s roles and responsibilities in global citizenship in relation to communities in India, Peru, Tunisia, and Ukraine.

3.2.1 Students will appreciate elements of global citizenship:
-recognize how their actions might affect people elsewhere in the world and how the actions of others might affect them.

-respect the equality of all human beings.

3.2.2 Students will explore the concept of global citizenship by reflecting upon the following question for inquiry:
-How are the rights, responsibilities, and roles of citizens in communities around the world the same or different than those of Canadian citizens?

	During this lesson, students will:
-develop an understanding of what is meant by the terms “rights” and “responsibilities”
-explore and appreciate that others will have similar and different points of view of rights and responsibilities in their community

-develop a respect for the equality of all human beings

-explore the rights, responsibilities and roles of citizens in communities around the world are the same or different than those of Canadian citizens

What are Rights and Responsibilities?
Activity #1:
Pose the following question to the students and write it on the board: What would a perfect school look like? 
Pair the students for a Think-Pair-Share activity.  Have them think about descriptors for a perfect school.  Have them talk to their partner about their ideas.  Encourage them to listen as their partner shares his/her ideas.  Then have them share their ideas with the class.  Record their ideas on the board.  If they are having difficulties thinking of ideas, have them reflect on problems they see in their school (running in the school, bullying on the playground, stealing, lack of respect among students, etc.) and how these problems would be solved in a perfect school. 
Label these descriptors as “rights”, something that you can expect to have.  Type out the descriptors your students have come up with.
Use the Visual Ranking Tool found on the Intel Education site, http://www.intel.com/education/tools/. Click on Visual Ranking Tool.  Under Teacher Workspace you can register with the free site.  This tool allows you and your students to rank the descriptors they have brainstormed regarding what makes up the perfect school, and then to compare their rankings with other classmate teams.  They can also compare their rankings with the class average.  You as the teacher may also choose to have them print their pages to be included in their student notebooks or portfolios.  Some suggestions for descriptors are:  
* Hint: Give students a handout sheet for this activity. Include the URL for the student logon page for the Visual Ranking Tool. This will make it easier for the students to access the page. All they’ll have to enter is the teacher name and their team name/logon (I used the following log-on pattern:  Log-on: color word (such as red, blue etc) Password : number  (ex: 01, 02, 03 etc)
Go through each descriptor and discuss whose job, duty or obligation it is to see that the above descriptors happen or occur.  For example:  In a perfect school everyone would have a right to be listened to.  In a perfect school, what would the school do to make sure that everyone was listened to?  What would the principal do?  What would the teachers do?  What would the students do?  

These actions are called “responsibilities”, the job or obligation each individual has to see that the rights of all are honored.

Using the concept mapping tool found at www.smartdraw.com, have the students work online to build a responsibility chart for each of the descriptors brainstormed earlier.  These can be printed off to be posted for future reference or included in student notebooks or portfolios. (The site offers a free download to trial some of their tools.) 
Activity #2:
Repeat the above process, but this time, the students will think about: What would a perfect world look like?  Discuss some of the problems the world over has: starvation, poverty, drugs, endangered animals, lack of education for all, pollution, etc.
What would a perfect world look like? What rights are all people entitled to?  Whose responsibility is it to see that all people have these rights?   

	
	
	Activity #3
As a set for the lesson, read David Smith’s book, If the World Were a Village.  (Toronto: Kids Can Press, 2002) The book compares the world to a village.  It talks about how it is hard to imagine the population of the world, of different countries in the world in terms of millions and billions of people.  So it proposes we think of “the whole population of the world as a village of just 100 people”.  In that global village then we can see how many people would speak different languages, eat different foods, what religion they practice.  But more so we can see that not all people have an equal right to food, safe drinking water, fresh air, access to education. Either print a Venn diagram from: www.abcteach.com/graphic or go online to: http://www.readwritethink.org/materials/venn/index.html or

www.smartdraw.com to find a Venn Diagram the students can type their ideas into and then print off.  Have them compare their community to the global village described in the book.  How many different languages, nationalities, religions are in their community as compared to the global village?  How does their community compare in the areas of safe water, fresh air, access to education, those rights we believe all people should have in a perfect world.  This illustrates the differences in the global community.
In the www.LearnAlberta.ca site (under resources section), Grade Three teachers can access two short videos.  The first, “To See the World”, a child travels around the world to experience the lives of other less fortunate children.  He dreams of making a better place for his peers, a perfect world, where they all have the same rights.  The second video, again from the National Film Board’s “Rights from the Heart” collection is “Pourquoi?  Why”.  It focuses on the question why the lives of children in other parts of the world are so different from our own.  Both videos are un-narrated, lending themselves to open discussion.

Activity #4
Bubble Activity

To have the students look at similarities among people (their “rights”); insert a picture of people into a Word document.  Using Autoshapes (under the drawing tool) have students choose a dialogue callout (voice bubble) to insert into the picture. In the callout, students will tell what they believe are the things most important to us, our rights.  A sample picture study is attached in the resource section below.  Teachers may also choose to have their students paint a group mural and glue on paper strips with what they believe the most important rights are for all Canadians. A sample painting is posted below.
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	Activity #5
Davis Smith’s book goes on to speak of the United Nations and the work its doing to make sure that “the village of the future is a good home for all to live in”.  Introduce the concept of the United Nations, an organization formed by many countries in the world to help people have a better quality of life.  In 1989 they formed a convention to protect children’s rights.  This document has now been ratified by all but two countries on earth.  A simplified version of the convention can be found at http://www.hri.ca/children/youth/writeon/david/ 

Students will go to www.unicef.org/crc/ to view an explanation of the convention.  Down the right side of the document is a link to two photo essays which seek to explain the convention through pictures.  A UNICEF broadcast, The Cartoons for Children’s Rights, www.unicef.org/videoaudio/video_top_cartoons.html
lists cartoons from around the world for both children and adults.  “They inform children of their rights and society about its obligations.”   Teachers and students can also access projects, games, puzzles contests and quizzes by logging on to the United Nations site for children at

	Activity #5

Have students share what they’ve learned, using one of the following activities:

1. Make a Poster. 

Using http://poster.4teachers.org/ students can make online posters for free.  See explanation below.




Project Poster allows students to make online school projects and short reports quickly and easily. Students can include one image, four links to other Web pages, and a report of up to 3,500 characters. The reports MUST relate to a school subject and the teacher must register so his/her students can use Project Poster, but there is NO CHARGE for its use.
2. Make an ABC Book.
Using an atlas as a reference, students will make an alphabet book about how rights for children around the world differs from country to country.  A site to assist in making alphabet books is listed below:

3. Create a PowerPoint presentation.

Students will make a PowerPoint presentation about Convention for Children’s Rights. Each slide would link photos of children around the world with a statement from the Convention for Children’s Rights.
