	Review Terminology
1. In a class discussion, review the terminology, i.e., ensure students have an understanding of the terms homogenization, assimilation, marginalization, and integration.  Have students give examples and non-examples of each.
2. Using a text of your choice, as a class review/model the process of analysing text by having students:

· underline key words and/or any words they don’t understand  

· ensure they understand the meaning of those words

· paraphrase text
