	Complete paperwork required for community walk.

Through the use of digital cameras, iPhoto(Mac)/Windows Movie Maker(PC), KidPix students will:

·  Learn about the changes in the community by using clues to uncover the stories behind natural and human landmarks.  

·  Learn to locate and give directions by creating digital guidebooks locating key destinations in their community.

Present the students with the question:  

What are the landmarks of our community?  (sculpture, water park, c-train, glacier boulder, school, businesses…)  Invite the developer/city town planner to visit the classroom to present information on the planning and development of the community. 

Brainstorm natural and human community landmarks.  

Discuss their importance/significance and location.  

Begin a cursory map of the community beginning with the school and branching outwards, placing student generated landmarks in approximate locations.   Add labels, legend, compass rose.

Demonstrate basic photography techniques including:  centering, composition, zoom,

Take students on a community walk.  Ss each have a miniature of the community map with walking route marked.  

Ss share cameras to digitally record images of community landmarks.  

Students trace/highlight the walking route as it unfolds, and place symbols for landmarks in appropriate place on the map.

Teacher downloads images to central location accessible to students.

Ss choose digital images and compose captions/stories describing the landmark, its location, and its significance to the community.  Ss may do 2, or may do more, as their interest and capabilities dictate.  Through Kidpix/iPhoto/Windows Movie Maker, students create a mini guidebook slideshow to their community.

Use technology to share the guidebook slideshow with Parents, other classes, administration, school council.
