	Begin by creating an online survey at www.zoomerang.com that will require students to access, use and communicate information through using a new (possibly) and different (possibly) technology.  A link to this survey will be posted on a School Notes page: http://www.cshoolnotes.com/ .  Gather and interpret the results through building different kinds of graphs using the “Create a Graph” website:  http://nces.ed.gov/nceskids/graphing .  This could be done by having small groups take responsibility for each question, and by representing results in a variety of graphing formats.  Compile graphs into a class book which can be in a hard copy format, and also posted on the school notes page.

Scaffolding on the previous experience, introduce the concept of family stories by having students interview the three generations of their families through the use of a survey.  As a large group, students will brainstorm questions to ask their families in the form of a survey.  This can be a compilation of student and teacher questions.  This survey can be completed using the web tool Zoomerang (www.zoomerang.com). Create a link to this survey and post on a School Notes page: http://www.schoolnotes.com/ .  Hard copies of the survey would be made available to family members who do not have access to the internet.  Phone responses could be accepted and entered by family members having access to the internet.  Questions should relate to the Social Studies outcomes.

Gather and interpret the results through building different kinds of graphs using the “Create a Graph” website:   http://nces.ed.gov/nceskids/Graphing.   This could be done by having small groups take responsibility for each question, and by representing results in a variety of graphing formats.  Compile graphs into a class book which can be in a hard copy format, and also posted on the school notes page.  Using information collected from the surveys, create a Venn diagram comparing the past to the present.
