	Digital Museum

Students will bring in a family heirloom to share with the class. The presentation should include an explanation of how the heirloom was used and why it is important to the family.  Students should think of their family today, and decide what might become an heirloom for the future generations.  This sharing will be video-taped, voice-recorded, and digitally photographed.  Students will record a non-fiction narrative of their heirloom through word processing.  Students will learn to use tools such as:  cut, copy, paste and spell check.  This writing will be combined with the digital video, still photographs and audio recording into a hyperlinked document.  This document will create a digital museum representing our class heritage.  Students will recognize how their ancestors contribute to their sense of identity within their families and communities.  This museum could be produced on Power Point,  KidPix, or iPhoto.
In addition to the word document, students may include:
· a time-line using http://www.readwritethink.org/materials/timeline/index.html

· a map copied and pasted from the internet
Use Power Point to create the hyperlinked document.  The first slide will contain the still photograph of the students’ heirloom with a hyperlink to the slide containing their non-fiction narrative, the video of their presentation, and any other items created for this project. Create all of the slides before making the links.  To create a hyperlink:
1. Select the text or object that you want to represent the hyperlink.

2. Click Insert Hyperlink [image: image1.png]

3. Under Link to, click Place in This Document. 

4. Link to a location in the current presentation.

5. In the list, select the slide you want to go to.

In PowerPoint, hyperlinks become active when you run your presentation, not when you are creating it.
