	1.  This lesson can be begun as a large group lesson on the SMART Board, projected, or completed on individual computers.  * NOTE: You will need the SMART Notebook Software even if you do not have a SMART Board. 
Downloading and Accessing SMART Notebook Software on Your Home Computer

To download SMART Notebook Software, first navigate to the SMART Technology Website at: http://www.smarttech.com
Click on “Software downloads” in the lower right hand corner of the main page of the SMART Technology website.
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Select the operating system that you are downloading the software to.
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Click the download button.
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Enter in your first and last name, industry (K-12) and your email address.  Be sure to click the “no” radio button if you do not want to be contacted or updated with information from SMART Technology.  Click the “download” button.
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Download the software by following the directions in the file download box.  Install the program just as you would with any other software.
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The Gallery Collection:

The full gallery collection is often not included in the download you have just downloaded.  You will need to download the “essentials for educators” gallery package in a separate download.

Navigate back to the initial page.  Click on “software downloads”
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Choose your operating system by clicking on it.
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Scroll down to the bottom of the page until you see “SMART Essentials for Educators: Gallery Collections Download.”  Click “download” and follow the same steps as above.  Once you have downloaded and installed both downloads, the program will automatically integrate the two.  When you open up SMART Notebook, the full “Essentials for Educators” gallery will be seen in the gallery tab along with the “sample gallery” collection.

2. Open SMART Notebook.  Ensure that you are in the “Page Sorter” View so that on the right side of the screen you can see each of the pages that you create.  Copy pictures onto Notebook pages.  Ensure that you have sufficient pictures to match one from the past with one from the present for each student.  Add pages as needed.  Pictures should be mixed (not all from the past on one page).

4. When you have sufficient pictures, add 2 pages to be used for sorting purposes.  Label one page, “Present” and the other, “Past”.  If you are doing this as a whole class lesson, have students take turns to go to the SMART Board, choose a picture, click and drag it onto the appropriate page located in the right hand scroll screen.  [image: image9.png]B
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5. Once all pictures have been sorted, open the “Past” page, and study all of the pictures to ensure that they all belong.  Discuss      attributes that are shared by pictures of the past.  Move pictures to the “Present” page as needed.  Repeat this procedure for the “Present” page (moving incorrectly sorted “Past” pictures onto the “Past” page).  
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6. Choose one picture from the past and one picture from the present.  You will use these two pictures to create a VENN diagram or a T-Chart.  You could project the pictures and create the VENN on chart paper, or you could use large calendar or poster size pictures and create the VENN on http://www.readwritethink.org/materials/venn/index.html.  You may wish to focus your discussion on land use, transportation, technology (street lights, equipment etc.), and architecture.  The purpose is to show how their community has changed over time.  Have them include unique features form the past and present as well as describing what characteristics of the community have remained the same. 

7. Have pairs of students choose a picture from the past and a picture from the present.  They will repeat the modeled procedure to create a VENN diagram comparing the two.  You may wish to have them create a paper copy, or use the above link to create a VENN on the computer.   Alternately, you could create a T-Chart using the template located below.
