The Hook
	Activity 1: Cold War Overview
1. Give students an overview of the events of the cold war to aid them in their critical inquiry project.  The accompanying PowerPoint may be useful.

	Activity 2: Research (see Events of the Cold War Assignment Sheet below)

2. Have students research the 32 events of the cold war listed in the assignment.  Ensure students are aware they must retain bibliographic information for their final product.  Emphasize that they will need to find information on the following criteria for judgment: 

· Lasting Impact 

· how deeply were people affected?

· how long lasting were the effects?

· Significance of Change 

· how important was the event to the people of the time?

· how did it change/affect society?

· Magnitude 

· how many people were affected?

· Historical Significance

· how does it help us understand issues and events of today?

(Cold War Research chart below may help students organize their information for judgment)

This aspect can be done in partner groups if it is not summatively assessed.

3. Students place events on a timeline according to when the event began to help them understand the cause-effect sequence.

Activity 3: Choosing and Ranking Events
4. Students must select the 10 most significant events in accordance with the criteria for judgment above, and be able to justify their choices.

5. Students must then find an image for each of the ten events for use in their presentation.  Bibliographic information must be attained for images.  Possible sites for student use with copyright-free images are http://www.flickr.com/creativecommons and http://commons.wikimedia.org/wiki/Main_Page. 

Activity 4: Presenting Events

6. In a multimedia format (PowerPoint, Moviemaker, Photostory, etc.), students create a presentation that includes each of the top 10 events that best reflect the struggle of competing ideologies.  Requirements for the presentation include:

· An image of each event

· An explanation of why each image was chosen

· A bibliographic reference of resources for information and images

· An explanation of why those 10 events best reflect the struggle of competing ideologies according to the criteria

Remember:
For events to be historically significant they must meet the following criteria….

· Lasting Impact – How deeply were people affected?  How long-lasting were the effects?

· Significance of Change - How important was it to the people of the time? How did it change/affect society?

· Magnitude - How many people were affected?

· Historical Significance - How does it help us understand issues and events of today?

B. TIMELINE: Place each of the events on a time-line.  If an event takes place over a period more than a year, then you always place it on the time-line according to when the event began.

C. RANKING: Of the 32 significant events of the Cold War, you are required to select the ten most significant events of the Cold War that reflect the struggle between ideologies.  For each event that you choose, you will be required to complete the following:

· Choose an image for each of your ten events

· Defend your choices 

Final Presentation

1. An image of each of the final 10 events that you have chosen in a multimedia format

2. Explanation as to why those 10 images were chosen

3. Written/oral explanation as to why those 10 events best reflect the struggle of competing ideologies (can be in the form of a voice-over depending on the multimedia format you chose)

4. Bibliographic reference for each image and information
