Math and Art - Frank Lloyd Wright
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What kind of art work can you create with straight lines?

For this project you will be required to design a stained window glass pattern inspired by the creations of Frank Lloyd Wright. 

Part 1:

Your design must include:

· at least 5 straight lines or line segments (non-horizontal or vertical)
· At least a pair of parallel lines (non vertical or horizontal).
· At least a pair of perpendicular lines (non vertical or horizontal).
· At least one horizontal line. (You may wish to have a vertical line, but they are difficult to enter in the calculator… talk to me).
· Your signature on the artwork (for when you are famous) typed with the text function
· A sketch of your image on grid paper 

Part 2:
Your work must include…


… all equation work organized into three columns.

… CLEARLY indicate which lines are perpendicular, which are parallel


… label ALL lines so that the equations for each can be identified easily on the table
